o 1 package/box of 3x3 sterile gauze pads (20 in a box) 

o 2 tubes of Neosporin ointment 

o 6 Cloth diapers 

o 6 Diapers 

o 1 Pillow 

o Formula in a bottle prepared 

o Sweet red wine & Cup 

o Pacifier with a clip 

o 2 Tallis (prayer shawls) 

o 2 sturdy chairs (one for Eliyahu Hanavi and the other for the Sandak) 

o Simchah/Happiness 

 

Special Instructions 

Please have your baby fed formula within 1 hour before the Bris (and properly 

burped). A satisfied baby is a happy baby by the Bris. Your child should NOT be 

nursed within 12 hours prior to the Bris.  

Mother and baby should arrive at least 30 minutes before the scheduled time 

of the Bris. 

Very Important, 48 hours before scheduled Bris 

Do not soak with, or use ointments, creams or lotions on the Bris area. However, 

a sponge bath is o.k. Make sure your child is dressed in clothing which may be 

opened from the bottom and wrap your son in a warm comfortable receiving 

blanket.
